Companion documents provide Wisconsin
Medicaid-specific information that should be
used with the national HIPAA Implementation
Guides. Implementation Guides define the
electronic format and values for each data
element within an electronic transaction. This
companion document provides information for
interpreting the 834 received from Wisconsin
Medicaid. The 834 is the format standard for
notification of an enrollment or disenrollment

from a health plan, such as a managed care
program. Providers will be notified of the
implementation of the 834 transaction.
